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Memorandum of Understanding 

Between

Heilongjiang International University, P.R. China
and

[University Name, Country]
Heilongjiang International University and [University Name] having decided to enter into a co-operative relationship for the general purpose of promoting educational, research and cultural programme for the mutual benefit of both parties, agree as follows:

Article 1

The purpose of the present Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to as the “MoU”) is to define aims and general terms of cooperation between the universities involved. 

Article 2

The scope of the MoU comprises educational collaboration, faculty and student exchange and research collaboration etc.

Article 3

The two universities shall promote opportunities for co-operation within the following areas. Such activities may include, but need not be limited to:
· To develop educational programme.

· To cooperate on academic, administrative and curriculum matters.

· To coordinate on research projects.

· To exchange academic and administrative staff.

· To exchange students for a period of study.

· To carry out training programme for faulty members.

· To establish practical work programme for students.

Article 4

1. Each activity carried out within the broad framework of this MoU shall be subject to the mutual consent of both universities taking into account constraints of time, funding and other relevant resources.
2. Each activity shall be governed by terms and conditions to be separately negotiated and mutually agreed by both universities through discussion and the signing of a separate agreement. 
Article 5

1. Both universities should promote, carry out the agreed projects upon credibility and positive attitude.

2. The specific conditions involved in the process of promoting the implementation of projects should be agreed by both universities.

3. Both universities should set up their own liaison officer in order to promote the cooperation. 
Article 6

1. All disputes, contradictions and differences, arising between the universities in the course of the implementation of the present Agreement should be finally settle in accordance with the consultation between both universities.

2. The duration of this MoU will be for five years from the date of signing. Thereafter it may be extended for further periods of five years each by mutual agreement in writing between the two institutions.
3. Either university may revoke this MoU by giving at least 90 days advance notice.
4. All changes and addenda to this MoU require signatory consent of both universities.

Article 7

The present MoU is signed in English language version and each university will keep one copy of the Agreement.
